4. Transportation of Willi Walka must be arranged by the borrower unless prior arrangements 

have been made with Department of Transport 

5. Care will be taken while transporting and wearing Willi Walka: 

       ●   if transported via courier, must be in a covered van. 

5.   Care of Willi Walka: 

       ●   must not get wet and must not be worn outdoors if raining.  

       ●   will not be tampered with or changed in any way. 

6.   When wearing Willi Walka the wearer: 

● will not speak to or attempt to communicate with voice, but rather with actions 

● will not put on or remove Willi Walka in public; 

● will rest and drink plenty of water once every 30 minutes to recover from the heat generated 

inside Willi Walka; 

● will at no time attempt to pick up children whilst wearing Willi Walka. 

7.   A “carer” will be in attendance at all times and must be wearing a “Walk There Today” 

promotional T-shirt (supplied). 

8. The staff member organising the loan of Willi Walka will be responsible for collecting and the 

cleaning  of the clothes (legging, gloves) immediately on Willi Walka’s return so as to be sure they 

are ready for the next person (see “Care Instructions for Willi Walka).
