Air Services to Carnarvon, Kalbarri and Monkey Mia 

From 28 February 2011, flights to Carnarvon, Kalbarri and Monkey Mia will be operated 
by Skippers Aviation . 

Skippers Aviation will be offering 10 weekly return services between Perth and 
Carnarvon including 2 weekly return services via Geraldton. 

The tourist destinations of Kalbarri and Monkey Mia will receive 4 weekly return services 
that will operate on a circuit from Perth to Kalbarri to Monkey Mia to Perth. 

Skywest Airlines and Skippers Aviation have been working with the Department of 
Transport to facilitate as smooth a transfer as possible to the new system. 

• For flights that have been booked for travel from 28 February 2011, 
Skywest Airlines will be processing refunds.
