Eligible containers are:

- Full containers transported by rail between North Quay Rail Terminal (NQRT), and either Forrestfield
Intermodal Terminal or Kwinana Intermodal Terminal.

- Containers that are filled with hay and received by rail at NQRT for international export.

Ineligible containers are:
- Interstate or Kalgoorlie-based full containers transported by rail.
- Empty containers transported by rail.

The Rail Operator:
- Passes the subsidy directly and in full to rail customers.
- Only receives the subsidy payment in retrospect.
